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Comments:

This list of categories of students has been drawn up to assist other programme groups in the determination of service provision for different categories of students in the merged institution.

Action required:

IOG is invited to give consideration to this list and to determine how best to progress the issue of cataloguing levels of service provision for students in the merged institution.

Risks:

Failure to give consideration to the issue of service level provision may lead to problems given the new definition of a student in the charter and statutes of the merged institution.

Categories of students in the merged institution

Background

The charter and statutes of ‘Cardiff University’ contain the following definition of a student:
STATUTE I – INTERPRETATION AND GENERAL
2. Unless the context otherwise requires, in these Statutes:

.14
“Student” means any person registered on a programme of study offered by the University of Wales, Cardiff as a candidate for a degree, diploma, certificate or other distinction of the University of Wales, Cardiff, of other universities and of other awarding bodies;
This definition will capture a broader range of people than in the current institutions. The CU-UWCM merger Implementation Operations Group (IOG) noted on 2 April 2004 that accessibility of services for different categories of students would need to be considered by the merger harmonisation programme groups. The IOG resolved to revisit the issue at its meeting on 22 June 2004.

Each service area defines the level of provision to be provided for different categories of students, as appropriate to that area. It has been suggested, however, that it would be beneficial for each area to be aware of the level of service furnished by different areas for each group of students. Therefore, to assist other programme groups, the Learning, Teaching and Quality programme group has prepared the following list of different categories of students, as defined under the new charter and statutes. 

Given the wide ranging provision of the two current institutions, the list is complex and contains categories of students of which some may not be aware. It would be helpful if programme groups could identify any categories of students, which may have been omitted. 

An attempt has been made to group the categories together under broad headings such as full time and part time for which it is expected there will be broadly similar levels of service provision. The list also includes defined categories of individuals not captured by the definition of a student, as it is recognised that certain areas provide services for people such as applicants and graduates. To further assist programme groups indicative numbers in the various categories have been included. In addition, information regarding the resourcing of particular categories has where possible been included. The standard central service top slice is 39%, a number of reduced top slices for specific activities have been agreed. On this issue it worth noting that the Merger Commission has accepted the principle that a standard central cost recovery rate of 20% be applied to all overhead income or profits arising from self-financing/short courses in 2004/05 with the remaining 80% being returned to the relevant School. It was recognised that Schools will need to be incentivised to charge appropriate cost recovery rates and that transitional arrangements might need to be put in place.

As at June 2004 there are approximately 17220 registered students (excluding LEARN) at Cardiff University and approximately 4,800 at UWCM. Indicative numbers have been included for the various categories where possible for Cardiff University, equivalent figures for UWCM will be included as they become available.

This list has been discussed at both the Learning, Teaching and Quality and Student Support Services Programme Steering Groups in June 2004. The following issues were raised during these discussions:

· that as well as determining the level of service provision for different categories of students, work needs to be done to detail the responsibilities of ‘students’. The applicability of rules and regulations to particular groups of students needs to be determined. Pre-registration house officers, for example, should be covered by the University’s student discipline regulations;

· rationally determining service level provision across the merged institution for different categories of students is an important undertaking and how this initial work can best be carried forward requires discussion; 

· that the work in this area should be linked to the developments in the identity management project;

· consideration needs to be given to the institution’s approach to provision for sabbatical officers. The consensus view is that as far as possible Sabbatical Officers should be given full access to facilities. Granting full student status may, however, be problematic in certain areas;

· special consideration needs to be given to students who are under 18, although this a very small group, the University has a greater duty of care to such students and therefore they need to be identified in their own right such that appropriate service level provision can be determined;

· that it might be beneficial for a similar exercise to be conducted for staff categories.
